Rosehall in Region 6 recorded the highest rainfall of 100.2 mm. 
 
Synopsis: Weak to moderate unstable conditions continue to affect coastal Guyana. Elsewhere, weak instabilities continue to oscillate 

across the area. 

Today’s weather review: Cloudy skies with scattered showers were observed over coastal areas. Elsewhere, a mix of clouds and

Monday to Wednesday: Cloudy skies with scattered to occasional showers throughout Guyana. Rainfall is anticipated between 10 to 
25 mm within 24 hours of accumulations.
