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WEATHER BRIEF for today Friday, 16 January 2026, from the Hydrometeorological Service, 
Guyana 
 

Rainfall records for the past 24 hours, measured at 08:00 hrs Friday, January 16, 2026, were available for most stations. 

Bushlot (Water Side) in Region 5 recorded the highest rainfall of 14.5 mm. 

 

Synopsis: Scattered pockets of mild to moderate instabilities were experienced over Regions 1, 2, 6, 7, and 8. Low-level troughing, 

embedded within shallow moisture plumes, is mostly responsible for these instabilities. This pattern is likely to continue into the 

weekend over these areas. However, mid to upper-level dynamics will hinder the development of clouds with significant vertical 

extent, as they are highly sheared and will continue to be into the new week. Isolated pockets of mild convection are expected 

elsewhere.  

 

Today’s weather review: Cloudy skies with light to moderate showers and rain were observed over Regions 1, 2, 6, 7, and 8. 

Elsewhere, partly cloudy to sunny skies.

Extended Forecast 

 

Sunday through Thursday: Partly cloudy skies with isolated showers can be expected over Coastal Guyana during the morning, 

with fair and sunny skies likely to persist from the afternoon. Cloudy skies with isolated to scattered showers, with varying 

intensities, can be expected over Inland Guyana during the afternoon. Rainfall is expected to range between 5.0 mm and 20.0 mm 

within 24 hours.
