Rainfall records for the past 24 hours, measured at 08:00 hours on Friday, 08 May 2026, were available for some 
stations. Bartica Annai in Region 9 recorded the highest rainfall of 7.2mm.  

 Synopsis: A mostly stable atmosphere will continue for the next 48 hours, and is expected to become 
moderately unstable due to an approaching Tropical wave (Tw). The wave will induce low-level convergence. 
and significant rainfall mostly along coastal areas.
